What is the Rhodes Scholarship?

e Established in 1902, the Rhodes Scholarship is the oldest and perhaps
most prestigious international scholarship programme in the world.

e |t is a fully-funded postgraduate award which enables talented
young people from around the world to study full-time at the
University of Oxford.

e Rhodes Scholars come to the UK for two or more years, and
can apply to study most full-time postgraduate courses in
almost any field offered at the University of Oxford.
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Who are Rhodes Scholars?

e The Rhodes Scholarship is merit-based, with the
purpose of developing public-spirited leaders to
promote global understanding and peace through
an international community of Scholars.

e There is no such thing as a ‘type' when considering
who gets selected.

e Today's Rhodes Scholars include medical researchers,
social workers, political leaders, artists, journalists,
lawyers, academics, activists, poets, doctors and
many more!




What does the
Rhodes Scholarship cover?

Following selection for the Scholarship, the Rhodes
Trust will cover the fee for your application to study at
the University of Oxford, as well as your course (and
college) fees.

The Rhodes Scholarship provides an annual stipend to
cover living costs, including accommodation and food.

The Trust will cover fees for a Student visa to study in
the UK, along with the associated International Health

Surcharge (IHS).

We also cover two economy class flights (to & from
the UK) at the beginning and end of studies at the
University of Oxford. On arrival in Oxford, you would
also receive a settling-in allowance.

Candidates will have a higher chance of successful
admission to University of Oxford if they have:

o A first class Honours degree or equivalent, or
e A GPA of 3.7/4.0 or higher
